Mass will be celebrated at the end of the day, which will fulfill your Sunday obligation at St. Peter Church, located next to the State Capitol.      This Thursday, August 20th, the doors of our current school building will open to begin the final academic year in its current location.  As this year of learning begins for our students, under the instruction and care of our faculty and staff, let us pray to the Lord that this will be a blessed year of learning and teaching and growing in relationship with God and one another.
