FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK ~
Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time

     The Lord is our strength.  He is our rock.  Our lives are meaningless without the Lord as the sure foundation of our being.  In the gospel today (Matthew 22:34-40) Jesus tells the Pharisees—and us—that loving the Lord with our whole heart, soul and mind, and, loving God as we love ourselves will unite us closer to God with each and every act.  The Lord loves us—totally—and in return, to have life and live it to the full, we are to love the Lord and one another, holding nothing back.  Modeling our lives in this manner, following God’s Law, we construct—build upon—our Strength and Rock Who is God.  May we set aside those things which hamper our relationship with God and with each other in order that we may live and experience life as God intended it to be: in communion with Him and with each other.

     This past Tuesday Sr. Sue Walker, the leadership of the new school building project and I meet with Bishop Gaydos and members of the diocesan staff to discuss the plans for our new school building.  The results of meeting were very fruitful.  The final decision should be rendered this week and be assured I will keep everyone posted regarding this project.  Thanks to all of you who have participated and pledged to do so, we are almost there.  Everyone’s commitment and participation is deeply appreciated.

     Saturday, November 1st, is the Solemnity of All Saints.  Normally this solemnity is a Holy Day of Obligation.  However, because the day falls on a Saturday, there is no obligation to attend Mass on this day in the year 2014.  Therefore, there will be no evening Mass on Friday, October 31st or a morning Mass on Saturday, November 1st for the Solemnity of All Saints.  The evening Mass on November 1st will fulfill the Sunday obligation for the Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed.
