~ FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK ~
     Palm Sunday of The Passion of the Lord

        What are doing this week in our liturgies?  Are we re-enacting events that occurred in history some two thousand years ago?  I would trust your answer to that would be a resounding, “no”.  What we are celebrating this week are events that occurred in our history but have become mystery, and this is what we celebrate.  We are not meant to get caught up in the “drama” of the days but, rather, shroud ourselves in the mystery of these day—the Paschal Mystery—so that by our dying we will rise again with Christ.  Our life is not meant to be lived as actors in a play, nor is the altar area of the church a stage for dramatic presentations.  Our lives are meant to witness to the mysteries of Christ and the sanctuary is where these mysteries are revealed in a holy and special way.  May we enter into this week seeking the mystery of the Lord and the salvation which is ours in Christ.

     On 6 January 2016 Pope Francis adjusted the Rite of the Washing of the Feet on Holy Thursday to permit a fuller participation.  Up to January 6th, the rubric stipulated that only men were to lawfully participate in this rite.  Therefore with Pope Francis’ decision and decreed by the Congregation for Divine Worship (Pro. No. 87/15), those chosen are to be among men, women, young and old, healthy and sick, clergy religious and laity.  I will be implementing this change this year.  This revision of the ritual does not change the fact that this is not an obligatory part of the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  It is to be carried out “…where a pastoral reason suggests it” (Roman Missal, Mass of the Lord’s Supper, no. 10).
